chain, including capture, transport

and storage, will be tested. The aim is
to validate the technology of the
different parts and to learn how they

all function together. The pilot plant is
one important step in our scale-up
process towards a full-scale power plant
with CCS.

Beneficial site

The Schwarze Pumpe site was selected,
as it proved beneficial in numerous
ways. The produced steam, for example,
can be used in surrounding industrial
facilities or the neighbouring Schwarze

Pumpe power plant. Furthermore, syner-

gies with regard to supply and disposal
to and from the site can be fully used.
The pilot plant marks the transition of
this technology from the laboratory to
practice, and will, above all, serve the
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purpose of researching the interaction
of the individual components at power
plant scale.

Based on the conclusions from the

pilot plant, the next step will be to

build demonstration power plants around
the Vattenfall Group. The capacity of a
demonstration plant is around 300 MW,
and feasibility studies have been initiated
both in Janschwalde in Germany and at
Nordjylland Power Station in Denmark.
